Before you commence assembly, we recommend that you read these instructions thoroughly beforehand to familiarise
yourself with the procedure and to also check that you have the correct components. If for any reason you need assistance,

We highly recommend that any assembly is carried out on an open flat, level surface with sufficient space.

Tools required: No2 Pozidriv screwdriver (or electric driver).

14 x Short screws 2 x Spacer block 1 x Roof 1 x Left panel 1 x Right panel 1 x Back panel

8 x Long screws

Latch keep & 10
black screws
Door version only

1 x Door

1 x Finishing strip 1 x lattice 2 x Rail .

Begin by arranging the left panel and the back panel at Now add the right hand panel, fixing in the same way with
90° to each other, with the back panel raised up on the 2 x shorter green screws.

Now slide a rail, batten closest to the floor and ...and secure each side in place with 2 x longer green
innermost, into the slots toward the bottom of the front screws per side.

Align each door (also check it is the right way up) so that Position a cabin latch keep on the post and aligned
the top edge clears the underside of the finishing strip by horizontally with the latch as shown. Secure in place with
approx 10mm and each hinge leaf sits flat against the post 2 x black screws.
